From the Code of Canon Law:

Can. 920 §1. After being initiated into the Most Holy Eucharist, each of the faithful is
obliged to receive holy communion at least once a year.

§2. This precept must be fulfilled during the Easter season unless it is fulfilled for a just cause
at another time during the year.

Can. 989 After having reached the age of discretion, each member of the faithful is obliged to
confess faithfully his or her grave sins at least once a year.

If you feel that you are not bound by this law for any reason, please address
your concerns to the chaplain.
